.
· Reviewed last year’s conference recommendations. We have prioritized initiatives we could tackle as an organization. Some of those initiatives include 
· Supporting the proposed Afrocentric school and , creating intergenerational learning circles that would teach families about their African heritage,and family heritage tours.
· Developing a journal on Afrocentric education. In addition to that we also thought that that we could develop and deliver parenting workshops in our neighbourhoods. Since the committee currently only consist of five members,  I  and other members of this committee has decided to make a conscious effort to connect with other community groups who have a vested interested in  supporting Afrocentric education for black children..
·  Attending meetings with such groups as APUS, The Global Afrikan Congress and the Dudley Laws AD Hoc Committee to advocate not only for the school but also more inclusive curriculum in the mainstream school system.
· Joining the Dudley Laws AD Hoc committee and The Global Afrikan Congress African Heritage Educators Network to strengthen our visibility  and   to develop communities and also become on team who will work collaborate on raising community awareness and support for Afro centric education. 
· As a result of the networking we have been doing we have formed relations with organization and child and youth workers both in and outside the TDSB  who will be joining CABE and also assisting us in getting youth involved in and participating the Heritage tour and the upcoming conference as well as other youth programming. 
· Dialoguing with all Afro centric schools in Toronto in order to create a curriculum  Train the Trainer model for educators to implement in their classroom and also for community to implement learning circles as  a creative solution for all black students to gain access to Afro centric education in  black neighborhoods 

· Collaboration with a Different Booklist we also are creating a monthly  community forums for all black educators for information sharing professional  development, membership recruitment and action planning at the bookstore on the last Friday of every month..

· Members of the Program Development Committee are in the process of writing a piece for Afro centric Education for the CABE website and for brochure for mass distribution in the community. The brochure would basically summarize and more clearly define what Afro centric education, dispel the myths around Afro centric education and speak about the significance of Afrocentric education in achieving student success and also vastly improving student engagement in their own learning

· We also looking at organizing community education forums in our neighborhoods like Park dale, Lawrence Heights, Readable with folks like Yolisa Dalamba of, APUS, Grace Edwards e.t.c.
· In terms of CABE’s  Annual; Conference,, this will take place June 6&7 at Don Mills Collegiate. This year’s theme will be Afrocentricity in Education. . In this 2 day conference, we will have presentations, some entertainment, panel discussion and more opportunity for youth alders and other community member to engage with each other on Afrocentric Education.
